FROM THE PASTOR

NATIONAL PREACHING SERIES
BREAD OF LIFE DISCOURSE

21st Sunday in Ordinary Time

This weekend will be the final homily of our preaching series
on the Real Presence of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Many of
His followers rejected the teachings Jesus offers in the Gospel
today. Even some of His disciples were balking at the very idea
of eating His flesh and drinking His blood! Where do you
stand? Is your Faith strong enough to answer the question —
“Do you want to leave me too?” Jesus is clear on this teaching
and does not back off or soften His words and the choice is
ours.

Our second reading from Saint Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians
offers a comparison of the Sacrament of Holy Matrimony with
the intimate relationship Jesus has with the Church. Christ’s
love is expressed in faithfulness and His loving sacrifice.

Joshua and Jesus pose the same question to the crowds
“Decide today if you will serve the Lord”. Jesus, the Lord, the
Holy One of God who shares His life with us in such an
intimate manner dwelling in the fiber of who we are. Jesus tells
us over and over “take and eat” and our Psalm echoes the heart
of Jesus, “Taste and see the goodness of the Lord!” Your
everlasting life depends on it
