My Beloved Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

Happy Easter! The early 
Christian encounters with one 
another began and ended with 
the words:  “Jesus Christ is 
risen.  Alleluia!  He is risen 
indeed.  Alleluia!”  It was a 
firm affirmation of the joy and 
hope they not only felt, but also experienced from their faith.  
In this post pandemic environment, I am happy so many of 
you have returned to Mass in person, allowing us to celebrate 
together as a parish family.
