September 29 and 30 

Our Lady of Guadalupe Parish is pleased to welcome Father 
Mubakanda Bavon-Marie as he speaks at each Mass this week-
end. As we have done in recent years, OLG is dedicating their 
2018 Mission Co-op Collection to Father Bavon-Marie and St. 
Anne Parish/St. John Bosco School in Port-au-Prince, Haiti. 

Father Bavon-Marie is assigned to St. Anne Parish in the 
mountain village of Boise de Laurence in Haiti with a scattered 
agrarian population of about 20,000. OLG has been providing 
support through mission trips, donations of supplies, medicine 
and money for many years to this parish and school in Haiti.  

The Saint John Bosco School was founded in 1974. The school 
enrolls over 700 students grades Kindergarten through Grade 
6. There are about 45 students in each classroom and two or 
three classrooms per grade. The dedicated children, teachers 
and staff can walk up to four hours each way every school day 
to attend or teach class and many also attend Sunday service at 
one of the three sites serviced by St. Anne’s. Many of the 
teachers also teach CCD on Saturday mornings for the local 
children of the communities. Seven cooks prepare a much 
needed nutritious meal that is subsidized by the World Food 
Program for all children each school day. 

The biggest need of the Saint Jean Bosco School is continuous 
funding of teachers in order to maintain high quality education 
to the young and dedicated children of Bois de Laurence.
